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1 Introduction 

1.1 Background of Thilawa Special Economic Zone (SEZ) 

Under the former administration set up in November 2011, the Government of Myanmar has 

given priority to Foreign Direct Investment(FDI) as a key factor in the nation's growth. The 

creation of Thilawa SEZ, which covers roughly 2,400 ha, has begun since November 2013. The 

area is expected to be built in incremental steps, as the planning area is too large to build all at 

once. Zone A consisting of around 400 ha of Thilawa SEZ was first established as a priority area 

and officially opened for service in September 

2015. Thilawa SEZ land for factories near 

Yangon, fostering industrialization of the country 

and creating employment for Myanmar citizens. 

This project is expected to support Myanmar's 

sustainable economic growth, leading to 

improving living standards for its people and 

developing industries capable of meeting 

increasing domestic demand. Zone B is now in 

the planning and/or growth process, following the 

development of Zone A. Area B Process 1 (about 

100 ha), which covers sections of Area 2-1 and Area 2-2 East, and Area B Phase 2 (about 70 ha) 

which also covers parts of Area 2-1 and Area 2-2 East, are currently under development. 

Additionally, the construction of Phase 3 Zone B, which includes the majority of Area 2-1 and 

some extended Area 2-1 areas, has just begun.  

1.2 Management of the Thilawa SEZ Resettlement Program 

The Yangon Region Government (YRG) is the responsible body for implementation of the 

Resettlement Work Plan (RWP). Two sub-committees have also been established, chaired by the 

Administrators of General Administration Departments (GADs) of Thanlyin and Kyauktan 

Townships. One sub-committee is Relocation Implementation Sub-Committee (RISC), which 

deals with disbursement of monetary assistance and the arrangement of living conditions at the 

relocation site (RS). The other sub-committee is Income Restoration Program Implementation 

Sub-Committee (IRPSC), which manages the implementation of the Income Restoration 

Program (IRP). The Thilawa SEZ Management Committee (TSEZMC) is a cooperative agency, 

supporting YRG, RISC and IRPSC in the smooth implementation of the RWP including the IRP.  

 

The responsibility of TSEZMC is: “to cooperate with YRG, RISC and IRPISC to support for 

resettlement works as needed, such as schedule management of relocation and development of 

SEZ area and facilitation of the job recruitment of project affected persons (PAPs) in the SEZ 

area” in accordance with [Pg III.28, Interim Report on Technical Assistance for Preparation of 

Resettlement Work Plan in Myanmar]. 
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1.3 Thilawa Phase 3 Resettlement and Income Restoration Program 

1.3.1 Phase 3 Resettlement Program 

The development of Zone B Phase 3, covering the remainder of Area 2-1, and some extended 

Area 2-1, has just begun. This is then required to plan the Supplemental Work Plan for 

Resettlement (RWP) for Area 2-1 (Expanded Area 2) which is not covered by current RWPs. 

 

Area 2-1 is planned to be extended slightly with the addition of about 11 ha of land. Expanded 

area 2 is made up of 3 Sub-Areas. When the development of the Expanded Area 2 partially 

affects a land plot, this RWP also refers to the partially affected land plots, and those who own, 

reside or use the completely or partially affected land plots are considered as PAHs of the 

Expanded Area 2, unless they were compensated in the past land acquisition procedure. 

 

1) Sub-Area No. 1 About 10.2 ha of land including both farm and garden lands will be acquired. 

In this sub-area, there are 8 PAHs to be relocated.  

 

2) Sub-Areas No. 2 About 0.4 ha of land will be acquired, while there is no cultivator or resident 

in this sub-area. 

 

 3) Sub-Area No. 3 Since the land of this sub-area belongs to the Government and is used for a 

bridge over a creek, there is no cultivator or resident. Thus, there is no PAHs/PAPs in this sub-

area. 

 

Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS) was conducted in June – August 2014, May – October 

2015, and December 2016 to complement socioeconomic data / information and confirm assets 

of PAHs / PAPs for the 2,000 ha Development Zone.  

 

For Area 2-1, some PAHs have demanded self-relocation due to significant reasons such as 

preference to live close to family, relative or community members, or they have their own life or 

business intention to stay in a certain area rather than the Myaing Tharyar Ward resettlement site.  

The self-relocation alternative and its cash assistance can be considered as an extraordinary case 

with the following conditions, taking into account previous experience. The RIC Township Level 

Committee must carefully consider such a proposal by a PAH in terms of (a) risks of becoming 

worse off and (b) vulnerability of PAHs, and it will be reported and concurred by YRG. The 

cash assistance which is equivalent to a land plot in the resettlement site will be provided to 

respective PAHs only after (a) submission of the adequate supporting documents/evidences to 

purchase another land plot and construct a house on the land plot, and (b) attending the 

household account training. Post-resettlement monitoring will be conducted to monitor the 

livelihood status after self-relocation. Respective PAHs are required to cooperate with the 

monitoring activities.  

 

1.3.2 Income Restoration Program (IRP) 

Income Restoration Program (IRP) in Thilawa SEZ, which is in-kind assistance, is provided in 

order to restore and stabilize the livelihood activities and income source of PAPs. IRP focuses on 

diversified economic activity for PAPs to generate earned income in a short period which will be 
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able to cover the basic needs of PAPs after relocation. It supports for capacity development of 

PAPs in necessary techniques for income earning activity and empowers PAPs to obtain stable 

job opportunity. The IRP comprises vocational training, technical advice and other support. In 

particular, it is oriented towards assisting PAPs to access job opportunities in and around the 

Thilawa SEZ as skilled labour and to be engaged in small businesses or employed in factories. 

The IRP is available to all PAPs including: 

(a)    Farmers who need to alter their income earning activity from farming to another activity; 

(b)   Odd job (daily casual) workers and other off-farm workers who want to change their job 

place; 

(c)   Unemployed people who want to improve their technical skills to find employment; and 

(d)    Those who did not need to change their current income earning activities but want to 

improve their technical skills and income levels. 

The IRP was designed to restore PAPs’ economic livelihood, and also considered social, 

physical, natural environmental conditions and human skill development as important factors to 

restore and sustain improved livelihoods. 

2 Objectives of the External Monitoring 

Regular monitoring and evaluation of the progress of the resettlement works and IRP is 

conducted by independent third party, focusing on PAPs of the Phase 3 area only (where 

resettlement has already occurred). The objectives of Phase 3 monitoring survey are to: 

 To monitor the changes of socio-economic conditions of PAPs after displacement 

 To monitor the progress of resettlement works for PAPs 

 To provide recommendations in the implementation of RWP and IRP to improve 

effectiveness 

3 Scope of the Monitoring 

3.1 Work Period 

Modification of questionnaire forms and review of relevant documents were done in early 

October 2019. The socio-economic survey started on 26
th

 October and ended on 10
th

 November 

2019. Data entry was conducted and it completed on 10
th

 December 2019. Data cleaning and 

data analysis finished on the 17
th

 January 2019. The first draft report was submitted on 31
st
 

January 2020.  The report will be finalized by the end of February 2020 after incorporating 

comments from JICA Expert Team. 

3.2 Methodology Used and Sources of Information 

 Document review 

 Socio-economic survey for Project Affected Households. The household questionnaires used 

for this External Monitoring are included in Annexes 1 to 3. 

 Observation on project sites 
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3.3 External Monitoring of the RWP Implementation 

The socio-economic survey was conducted to see any changes in PAH’s livelihood after 

displacement. The survey parameters of the socio-economic survey were designed to obtain data 

and information on a range of specific issues as follows: the conditions of housing and 

infrastructure; restoration/re-establishment of livelihoods and living standards; and the potential 

need for further improvements. The parameters chosen were organised in the survey 

questionnaires in the following themes:  

 Demography; 

 Livelihoods, Income and Expenditure; 

 Housing and Infrastructure at current resettlment; 

 Ownership of Assets; 

 Education and Health Care; 

 Environmental Conditions; and 

 Communications, Social Networks and Social Cohesion. 

 

A series of open and closed questions were included in the household questionnaire under each 

of these key themes. As described above, these were tailored for the different groups targeted in 

the survey. The questionnaire forms for the socio-economic survey are attached in Annex 1-3. 

 

3.4 Targeted Groups for Monitoring 

Two different categories of PAPs of Phase 3 were targeted for the monitoring survey as well as 

PAPs living at relocation site (A) of Phase 1. The table (3.4-1) lists the different categories of 

people targeted for the survey, the number of households targeted in each group and the number 

actually surveyed.

3.5 Organization of the Survey Team 

The team of TWA Rural Development Service (known herein as “TWA”) consists of a number 

of Myanmar national staff, all of whom have experience in the field of rural livelihood 

improvement, participatory community development and community mobilisation. TWA was 

established in 1999.  Daw Win Win Kyi, the Chairperson of TWA, organised and supervised the 

survey team to implement this survey. The TWA survey team comprised the following key 

members:

4 Process of Monitoring 

TWA prepared the field survey activities such as revised questionnaire forms and field visit 

schedule) TWA reviewed and examined the profile of the PAPs and also reviewed progress 

reports such as the RWP and IRP documentations prepared by JICA expert team. TWA then 

mobilized a survey team comprised of surveyors and provided two-day training to the surveyors 

on the objective of the survey, the meanings of the survey questionnaires, the responsibility and 

role of the surveyors, and data collection and data entry procedures.   

4.1 Additional Data Collection and Data Entry 

The field survey of the Socio-economic survey started on 26
th

 October 2019 and ended on 10
th

 

November 2019. The surveyors explained the questionnaires to the survey respondents and 

collected the data, and checked all the data not to be missed in the questionnaire forms in the 

field. After the data gathering process, the data was processed in parallel to data cleaning. The 

data input was then cross-checked again to ensure the relevance to the information sought 

through the questionnaires between October and November 2019. 

4.2 Data Analysis  

Data was processed and analysed in Microsoft Excel through the following steps by data analyst 

and surveyors during December 2019. Cleaned the data and entered it into an excel file; 
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 Listed tables and charts inferred from the baseline and current data; 

 Summarized the data collected;  

 Finalized the results of the survey; and 

 Created charts and tables to display the survey results; and interpreted the charts and tables.

4.4 Limitations 

This external monitoring report/evaluation is mainly based on interactions with PAPs through the 

socio-economic survey and review of the existing monitoring documents and other resettlement-

related records by the external monitoring consultants. This evaluation is not a review of the 

RWP against international standards, and no assessment has been made about whether or not the 

RWP is fit-for-purpose in accordance with the relevant standards. 

5 Results of Socio-economic Survey of the Project Affected Persons 

5.1 Demography 

The categories of respondents surveyed at the 1
st
 EMS of Phase 3 are PAPs living at relocation 

site (A) from Zone A of Phase 1, Self-relocated PAPs (A) from Zone B of Phase 3 and PAPs 

with economically displaced only (C) from Zone B of Phase 3. The population of the 

respondents has 250 people including 118 males and 132 females. The population with working 

people among respondents’ categories is the highest (73%) in PAPs with economically displaced 

only (C), followed by 64% in Self-relocated PAPs and 32% in PAPs living at relocation site (A). 

Accordingly, their dependency ratio is 2.12 for PAP at relocation site, 0.55 for Self-relocated 

with PAPs and 0.36 for PAPs with economically displaced only. There are altogether 8 disabled 

people including 1 person from PAPs at RS (A) and 5 people from Self-relocated PAPs (A) and 
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2 people from Economically displaced only (C) respectively. Average household size of the 

respondents ranges from 3 to 5.

5.2 Changes in Job for Household Heads 

Each category of PAPs (A and C) was asked to indicate whether the Household Head has any job 

changes after displacement. It is found that the household heads’ job changes occurred 64% in 

Self-relocated with PAPs (A) and 31% in PAPs economically displaced only (C). The table 5.2-2 

showed the reasons why household heads changed their jobs after displacement. Lack of 

agricultural lands is the major reason to change the job, followed by the reason of poor health for 

Self-relocated PAPs (A). Old age is the main reason why the household heads of PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) had to change their jobs followed by lack of agricultural land 

and poor health.

5.3 Location of Work 

Respondents were asked to identify their current location of work. Different locations to work 

are inside SEZ, Kyauktan, Thanlyin, Yangon and outside Yangon. Over 50% of respondents 

from categories A and C of Phase 3 are working in Kyauktan. It is found that 55% of PAPs 

living at the relocation site (A) of Zone A, Phase 1 work inside SEZ followed by 18% of PAPs 

with economically displaced only (C) and 17% of Self-relocated PAPs of Zone B, Phase 3.

5.4 Transportation to Work 

The respondents used bicycle, motorbike, motorbike taxi, ferry bus, public transport and on foot 

to go for work. It can be seen that motorbike is used by all categories of respondents as a main 
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transportation to go to work. As for PAPs with economically displaced only (C), they used 

mainly either motorbike or ferry bus or on foot to work.

5.5 Livelihood, Income and Expenditure 

The table (5.5-1) shows average monthly and annual household net income of all types of 

respondents from Zone A of Phase 1 and Zone B of Phase 3. Average household net income of 

PAPs with economically displaced only (C) is 632,250 MMK per month while that of Self-

relocated PAPs (A) is 350,379 MMK per month. It is found that average monthly household net 

income of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) is almost twice of that of Self-relocated 

PAPs (A).  The average monthly household net income of Zone A PAP living at relocation site 

(A) is the least (259,333MMK).

The table (5.5-2) shows per capita net income of different types of respondents annually and 

monthly. Among per capita net monthly income of the respondents, PAPs with economically 

displaced only (C) Phase 3 is the highest, 148, 765 MMK followed by 101,425 MMK of Self-

relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and 51,377 MMK of PAPs at the relocation site (A) Phase 1 

respectively.

The table (5.5-3) presented the comparison of annual average income and monthly average 

income of self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 at the period of Detail Measurement Survey as of 

2014, Household visiting soon after relocated in April 2019 and the first EMS in October 2019. 

During DMS, their monthly average income was 968,466 MMK. Their average earning was 

significantly reduced to 342,941 MMK per month at the period of household visitng soon after 

relocated. At the first EMS, their monthly average income slightly increased to 451,804 MMK 

which was almost half of the income level at DMS.

The table (5.5-4) and the table (5.5-5) show primary income sources and secondary income 

sources respectively. Wage work and home business can be seen as common primary and 

secondary income sources for all categories of respondents. 57% of PAPs living at relocation site 

(A) from Zone A of Phase 1 are engaged in wage work, followed by 24% in home business and 

10% in odd jobs. 36% of Self-relocated PAPs from Zone B of Phase 3 work as wage workers, 

followed by 27% as home business and 14% have no primary income source. For PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) from Zone B of Phase 3, 38% are wage workers and 31% run 

home businesses. It is found that over 50% of all respondents’ categories are lack of secondary 

income sources.

The table 5.5-6 shows the comparison of main income sources of Self-relocated PAPs (A), Phase 

3 at the period of detail measurement survey as of 2014, household visiting soon after relocated 

in April, 2019, IRP workshop in July 2019, the first external monitoring survey in October 2019. 

At DMS survey before self-relocation, half of the PAPs were engaged in agriculture like betel, 
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paddy, crop and livestock and 27% of them ran their home business/own business and 14% 

worked in casual labour/odd jobs and the remaining 9% were wage workers. Half of PAPs who 

were previously engaged in agriculture significantly decreased at the periods of self-relocation 

and eventually there were no PAPs who worked in agriculture at the first EMS. Two new 

categories of main income sources like bank interests and remittances supported by childrent 

were found at the period of self-relocation. 41% of self-relocated PAPs mainly depended on 

bank interests as their main income sources, followed by 24% in home business/own business, 

12% in remittances supported by children and 6% each in agriculture, wage work, casual 

labor/odd job and other (motorbike taxi) at the period of household visiting soon after relocated 

in April 2019. At period of IRP workshop in July 2019, Self- relocated PAPs who depended on 

bank interest as their income source increased to 47% from 41% and those who ran home 

business/own business reduced to 12% from 24% and their dependence on the remittances 

increased to 18% from 12% and their engagement in motorbike taxi driving also increased to 

12% from 6%. At the period of the first EMS, majority of self-relocated PAPs worked in wage 

work (36%), followed by home business/own business (27%), and 9% each in casual labour/odd 

job and bank interest. It was found that the percentage of self-relocated PAPs who depended on 

bank interests as main income sources significantly decreased while that of self-relocated PAPs 

worked as wage workers significantly increased at the first EMS. Three jobless self-relocated 

PAPs (14%) were found at the first EMS.

The Table 5.5-8 shows the comparison of monthly and annual average expenditure of Self-

relocated PAPs at the period of detail measurement survey as of 2014, household visiting soon 

after relocated in April 2019 and the first external monitoring survey in October 2019. The 

average spending of PAPs on expenditure was 323,180 MMK per month at DMS before self-

relocation was 323,180 MMK. Their average spending on expenditure reduced to 232,353 MMK 

at the period of household visiting soon after relocated in April 2019. At the first EMS in 

October 2019, the monthly average expenditure of Self-relocated PAPs was found the highest

The table (5.5-9) shows food and non-food expenditure annually consumed by PAPs from Zone 

A of Phase 1 and PAPs from Zone B of Phase 3. The spending on food expenditure and non-food 

expenditure of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) is the highest, followed by self-

relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1. Annual spending on food 

expenditure and non-food expenditure of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) is 

3,406,250 MMK and 3,148,399 MMK respectively. For Self-relocated PAPs, food expenditure 

costs 2,620,364 MMK per annum while non-food expenditure costs for 2,684,163 MMK. The 

amount of two expenditure categories consumed by Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) is not much different if compared with PAPs at relocation site 
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(A) who spent 2,487,029 MMK for food-expenditure and 1,876,571 MMK for non-food 

expenditure.

The table 5.5-10 illustrate the comparison of average food and non-food expenditure of Self-

relocated PAPs at the periods of detail measurement survey as of 2014, household visiting soon 

after relocated in April 2019 and the first EMS in October 2019. The annual spending on food 

expenditure of Self-relocated PAPs has been increasing throughout the periods; 1,543,636 MMK 

at DMS, 2,004,706 MMK at the period of household visiting soon after relocated and 2,620,364 

MMK at the first EMS. It was found that there had been a dramatic reduction in spending of non-

food expenditure from 2,334,521 MMK to 762,353 MMK at the time of household visitng soon 

after relocated. Their annual spending on non-food expenditure at the first EMS was the highest

The table 5.5-11shows the difference between annual average income and expenditure of Self-

relocated PAPs at the period of detail measurement survey as of 2014, household visiting soon 

after relocated in April 2019 and the first EMS in October 2019. Their average annual income 

has been dramatically decreasing after the period of detail measurement survey; 11,621,591 

MMK at DMS, 4,115,294 MMK at household visiting soon after relocated and 5,421,648 MMK 

at the first EMS. Although their spending on annual average expenditure reduced from 3,878,158 
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MMK to 2,788,235 MMK at the period of household visiting soon after relocated, their 

expending became almost doubled (5,304,527 MMK) at the first EMS if compared with the 

period soon after relocation.  

 

The surplus amount of Self-relocated PAPs was 7,743,433 MMK per annum at DMS. It was 

found that their surplus amount has been dramatically decreasing after the period of DMS; 

1,327,059 MMK at the period of household visiting soon after relocation and 117,121 MMK at 

the first EMS. The data revealed that the surplus amount of Self-relocated PAPs was the least at 

the first EMS if compared with that of other two periods.

5.6  Savings 

The table (5.6-1) shows saving patterns and credit member households of respondents. 31% of 

PAPs with economically displaced only (C) saved money, followed by 27% of Self-relocated 

PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and 10% of PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1. The data revealed that majority of 

all categories of respondent households do not have saving practice. Saving at bank is the 

common saving pattern among the respondents’ households. It is found that Self-relocated PAPs 

(A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 do not save their extra money at 

Microfinance program. Regarding credit group membership, Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 

are not members of any credit group while 19% PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of 

Phase 3 are credit group members. 29% of PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 joined credit group 

membership. It can be said that PAPs from Phase 3 are not much accessible microfinance and 

credit groups due to their new resettlement.

5.7 Debt and Indebtedness 

The table (5.7-1) shows that indebtedness of respondents from Phase 1 and Phase 3. In Phase 3, 

31% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) borrowed money while 14% of Self-

relocated PAPs borrowed money. In Phase 1, 29% of PAPs living at RS (A) are in debt. The 

range of minimum debt is between 100,000 MMK and 250,000 MMK while that of maximum 

debt is between 500,000 MMK and 3,000,000 MMK. It is found that the debt level of Self-

relocated PAPs (A) is the least 500,000 MMK and followed PAPs with economically displaced 

only (C) 1,500,000 MMK and PAPs living at RS (A) 3,000,000 MMK.

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5.8 Food Security 

The table (5.8-1) shows food shortage of respondents in 12 months ago. There was no food 

shortage for PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 

3 in 12 months ago. Only one household from Self-relocated PAPs experienced food shortage 

last year.  There are three disable people and one dependent in this household. Only one person 

has a job to make a living. The respondent revealed that they had to overcome the period of food 

shortage by borrowing money. This indicates that food shortage is likely to occur in the 

households with disable people mainly because dependent people outweigh working people in 

such households.

5.9 Vulnerable People/Households 

Vulnerable people/households are defined as a household headed by a woman, disabled person 

or elderly (over 61 years old) person; a household including a disabled person; and a household 

below the poverty line or a household with a pregnant woman at the time of relocation. At the 

time of first external monitoring survey for Phase 3, there were 21 vulnerable households from 

Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3. They are 10 

women headed households, 6 elderly headed households, 4 household headed by disabled 

persons and 1 household with disabled family members.  Of 21 vulnerable households, it is 

found that 9 households are under the circumstances of two categories of vulnerability.  There 

are 3 household headed by elderly disabled persons, 5 household headed by elderly women and 1 

household headed by disabled person including disabled family members. Those PAPs 

households who fell under two categories of vulnerability can have more burdens in their 

survival of resettlement.

5.10 Ownership of Moveable Assets 

The table (5.10-1) shows different types of moveable assets owned by PAPs from Zone A of 

Phase 1 and PAPs from Zone B of Phase 3.  There are three types of moveable assets. Electric 

fan, fridge, inverter, small generator and TV are included in moveable asset type 1. Bicycle, 

motorbike, gondow (handy tractor) and tractor belong to moveable asset type 2. Phone, water 

pump, sewing machine, solar, battery, radio and washing machine are in moveable asset type 3. 

The majority of moveable asset types for all different categories of PAPs are phone, TV, electric 

fan, motorbike, water pump, bicycle and fridge. It can be said that Self-relocated PAPs (A) and 

PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 own more moveable asset types than 

PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1.

5.11 Housing and Infrastructure  

The table (5.11-1) illustrates the conditions of household ownership, types of toilet and its 

problems, water standing around houses, electricity, safety and security, water resources and 

drinking water of PAPs from Phase 1 and phase 3.  

 

In phase 3, 73% of Self-relocated PAPs own houses while 94% of PAPs with economically 

displaced only (C) own houses. All PAPs at RS (A) surveyed have own houses. Regarding types 

of toilets used by respondents, almost all respondents PAPs used improved latrine/septic tank. 

Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) do not have any toilet 

related problems in their current houses. 83% of PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 reported that 

they had to experience water leaking from their toilets. There are no households with standing 

water around houses in PAPs with economically displaced only (C). There is standing water 

around house in one household with self-relocated PAP (A). 33% of PAP households living at 

relocation site have standing water problems around their houses. Electricity is available for 

majority of PAPs from Phase 3. Almost all PAPs of Phase 1 and Phase 3 mentioned that they 

feel safe and secure at their current houses.  

 

Collective well at relocation site is the major water source for both drinking and domestic used 

by PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1. Water sources for drinking and domestic use are different 

for PAPs of Phase 3. Majority of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) and Self-relocated 

PAPs bought water for drinking and most of them use private well for domestic purpose.  

 

In terms of preparation pattern for drinking water, 90% of PAPs at RS (A) filter water before 

drinking followed by 77% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and 63% of PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3.

5.18 Preparation Patterns for Drinking Water  

The figure (5.18-1) illustrates preparation of patterns for drinking water by all categories of 

respondents. Majority of all respondents’ categories filters before drinking water. 14% of Self-

relocated PAPs (A), 13% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 and 5% of 

PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 drink directly without boiling or filtering water.

5.19 Perception of Living Conditions and Infrastructure at the Relocation Site 

Self-relocated PAPs were asked to describe their perception of housing, fly proof toilet, water 

availability and road condition compared with before displacement. 95% of Self-relocated PAPs 

mention that their housing condition is better than before displacement. 86% of them have better 

toilet condition as well. Each one third of the PAPs have different perceptions on water 

condition; 27% answered better, 41% for same, 32% for worse. Half of Self-relocated PAPs 

expressed that road condition remain unchanged and 9% said that it is worse than before 
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displacement. This indicates that majority of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 appear to be 

satisfied with current housing condition and toilet condition. It is found that they have both 

positive and negative perceptions on water condition and road condition compared to before 

displacement.

5.20 Education and Health Facility 

The table (5.20-1) shows that attendance at school, dropout rates and access to education 

facilities.  

In Phase 3, 36% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) have school children, followed by 19% of PAPs 

with economically displaced only (C). 81% of PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 have school 

children.  

There is no household with children above 5 years who do not attend school and dropout 

children in PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3. Only each household has 

children above 5 years who do not attend school and dropout in Self-relocated PAPs (A) of 

Phase 3 and PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 as shown in the table. 88% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of 

Phase 3 and PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 are satisfied with their children’s school.

The table (5.20-2) illustrates responses on illness and serious illness rate reported by 

respondents. Going to a health clinic is a common response on illness when all respondents’ 

categories feel ill.   

 

94% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) and 86% each of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of 

Phase 3 and PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 go and consultant with a doctor at health clinic. 

Less than 10% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) 

responded illness by going to hospital and self-treatment. 14% of PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 

were taken self-treatment. No respondents used traditional medicine and call doctor to home for 

their illness. 59% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3, 48% of PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 

1 and 25% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 reported that they suffered 

serious illness last 12 months.

5.21 Environmental Condition 

The table (5.21-1) shows current environmental conditions reported by respondent categories for 

Phase 3 and category A for Phase I. Noise problems mentioned by all respondent categories are 

quarrelling, loud sound from music box, drunkard, car and motorbike. Less than 20% of all 

respondents’ categories reported that they have noise problems.  

 

19% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 face bad smell from car exhaust 

and 18% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 mention have bad smell from rubbish bin, 

neighbor livestock and toilet. 81% of PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1 reported that they had to 

experience bad smell from toilet, drainage and neighbor’s livestock.  

 

Garbage truck, garbage bin and burning are common disposal places for solid wastes. 59% of 

Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 use garbage truck for their waste disposal followed by 18% 

with burning, 14% with garbage bin and 5% each at designated waste area and throw to river.  

As for PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3, 63% dispose their rubbish to 

garbage truck, 19% burn their wastes and 1% each throw rubbish to a river, at garbage bin and 

designated waste area respectively. 86% of PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 dispose their rubbish to 

garbage truck and less than 10% use garbage bin and throw the wastes away from home. 

Majority of PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 reported that they had to long wait to be collected these 

rubbish by garbage truck although they put all rubbish into bags.

5.22 Vocational Training 

The table (5.22-1) shows the participation of PAPs in vocational trainings. Two categories of 

PAPs of Phase 3 reported that One household from Self-relocated PAPs (A) received electrical 

training and One household from PAPs with economically displaced only (C) attended language 

training. These two households mentioned that the trainings they received is helpful in finding a 

job. 55% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) and 38% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) 

reported that they have interest in further vocational training to attend. This indicates that a small 

number of PAPs from Phase 3 received vocational trainings so far and the households who 

received the training courses provide positive feedback on the training and majority of them are 

willingly to attend further vocational trainings.  

 

As for PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1, 48% answered that they attended different vocational 

trainings namely sewing, electrical training, food processing training, driving and security 

training provided by IRP program. Half of them who received these training mentioned that 

these training helped to find their jobs. PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 revealed different reasons why 

trainings did not help to find a job for them. These mentioned reasons were hard to find a job, 

lack of driving license, customer, initial capital and job offer. 29% of them have interest for 

further vocational trainings.

5.23 Community Communication and Social Activities 

The table (5.23-1) shows community problem-solving and social relationships of respondents. 

Majority of respondents’ categories surveyed answered that they do not have any issues. One 

household from Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 reported that they consulted with a village 

administrator and one household from PAPs with economically displaced only (c) of Phase 3 

consulted with neighbors when faced with issues. 76% of PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 3 said that 

they did not make any consultation as they did not have any issues. 14% of them usually 

consultant with 100 household head/10 household heads, 5% each with relatives and neighbors 

for problem solving. 100% of all respondents’ categories have social relationship with their 

neighboring households. Over 90% of all respondents’ categories are members of social groups 

in their community. 100 household head, 10 household head and village administrator are major 

communication channels for Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced 

only (C) of Phase 3 in order to obtain governmental information and social activities 

information. As PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1, they mainly received government related 

information and social related information from 10 committee group, followed by 100 household 

head, 10 household head, neighbors, media and village administrator.

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6 Conclusion and Recommendations 

6.1 Conclusion - Major Findings 

Employment 

 

The percentage of household heads’ job changes of Self-relocated PAPs (A) is higher than that 

of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) in Phase 3 after displacement. The major reasons 

why they changed their jobs is different among Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C). Lack of agricultural land (57%) and poor health (29%) are 

main reasons for Self-relocated PAPs (A) while old age (60%) and lack of agricultural land 

(20%) and poor health (20%) are major reasons for PAPs with economically displaced only (C). 

Self-relocated PAPs reported that they find it difficult to make a living for the fact that those who 

were used to being farmers have fallen under landless situation. It is women farmers and the 

elders who have to mainly face jobless condition. They said that they would rather get employed 

inside SEZ and age limitation with under 30 years is also a barrier to get employed for them in 

SEZ. PAPs with economically displaced only (C) also mentioned to create employment 

opportunities for those who are willingly to get a job inside SEZ. The data also revealed that 

majority of Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C) are not 

working inside SEZ as their location is mostly situated in Kyauktan.   

 

 

Income and Expenditure 

 

It is found that average monthly household net income (632,250 MMK) of PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) Phase 3 is almost twice (350,379 MMK) of that of Self-

relocated PAPs (A) Phase 3and the average monthly household net income of PAPs living at RS 

(A) of Phase 1 is the least (259,333 MMK). Per capita net income of PAPs with economically 

displaced only (C) Phase 3 is the highest, 148, 765 MMK followed by 101,425 MMK of Self-

relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and 51,377 MMK of PAPs at the relocation site (A) Phase 1 

respectively. Average monthly spending of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) is the 

highest (546,221 MMK) followed by 442,044 MMK that of Self-relocated PAPs (A) and 

363,633 MMK that of PAPs at RS. It can be seen that income and expenditure of PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) are higher than those of self-relocated PAPs (A). Wage work 

and home business are common primary and secondary income sources for all types of 

respondents. Over half of all respondents’ categories do not have secondary income. PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) spend more food expenditure (3,406,250 MMK) than non-food 

expenditure (3,148,399 MMK) per annum. Average annual non-food expenditure (2,684,163 

MMK) of Self-relocated PAPs (A) is a little bit higher than their average annual food 

expenditure (3,406,250 MMK). For PAPs living at RS (A) of Phase 1, their spending on food 

expenditure per annum (2,487,029 MMK) is much higher than their non-food expenditure per 

annum (1,876,571 MMK).  

 

 

Indebtedness 
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The percentage of indebted PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 is the highest 

(31%), followed by that of PAPs living at RS of Phase 1 (29%) and that of Self-relocated PAPs 

(A) of Phase 3 (14%). The minimum range of debt is between 100,000 MMK and 250,000 MMK 

and the maximum rage of debt is between 500,000 MMK and 3,000,000 MMK. It is found that 

the debt level of Self-relocated PAPs (A) is the lowest (500,000 MMK) , followed by PAPs with 

economically displaced only (C) (1,500,000 MMK) and PAPs living at RS (A) (3,000,000 

MMK) respectively. 

 

 

Savings 

 

A small percentage of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) are credit group members and 

Self-relocated PAPs (A) do not belong to any credit groups. Microfinance program does not exit 

in Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically displaced only (C). Majority of all 

categories of respondents said that they do not have saving. It is also found that the expenditures 

of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 and PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 outweigh than their 

income.  

 

Vulnerable people/households 

 
There were 21 vulnerable households from Self-relocated PAPs (A) and PAPs with economically 

displaced only (C) of Phase 3. They are 10 women headed households, 6 elderly headed 

households, 4 household headed by disabled persons and 1 household with disabled family 

members. It is also found that 9 households of PAPs are entitled to more than one vulnerability. 

Some PAPs are either elderly with disability or elderly women headed households or disable 

headed household with disable family members. There are 3 household headed by elderly 

disabled persons, 5 household headed by elderly women and 1 household headed by disabled 

person including disabled family members. One household of Self-relocated PAPs that has three 

disable people in the family revealed that they had to face food shortage in 12 months ago and 

overcome this period by borrowing money from others. The respondents reported to provide in 

kind or cash support to disabled persons, unhealthy persons, elderly persons, and women 

household heads. This indicates that PAPs households that have more than one category of 

vulnerability are struggling the burden of their financial hardship for their survival of 

resettlement.  

Household Ownership  

 

73% of Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 own their houses after resettlement and 18% of them 

do not have own house and 9% stay at rented houses. It is found that their current housing 

condition is better than previous one because the PAPs formerly lived in huts.  94% of PAPs 

with economically displaced only (C) own their houses and the remaining do not have own 

houses. There are some cases that a few respondents sold their houses prior payment due to their 

financial hardship and medical expenses of a family. 

 

  
Income Restoration Program 
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The participation of PAPs in vocational trainings is a part of income restoration program. It is 

found that one household from Self-relocated PAPs (A) of Phase 3 received electrical training 

and one household from PAPs with economically displaced only (C) of Phase 3 attended 

language training at the time of the 1
st
 monitoring survey of Phase 3. These two household 

mentioned that the trainings they received is helpful in finding a job. 55% of Self-relocated PAPs 

(A) and 38% of PAPs with economically displaced only (C) reported that they have interest in 

further vocational training to attend.  It is found that most of PAPs from Phase 3 are not 

interested in attending trainings mainly because it is not convenient for them to go to trainings, 

cancelling their current jobs as they cannot make both ends meet. But on the other hand, there 

are some PAPs who are willingly to attend driving training, mechanic training, sewing training, 

computer training and Japanese language training. This indicates that a small number of PAPs 

from Phase 3 received vocational trainings so far and the households who received the training 

courses provide positive feedback on the training. 

 

As for PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1, 48% answered that they attended different vocational 

trainings namely sewing, electrical training, food processing training, driving and security 

training provided by IRP program. Half of them who received these training mentioned that 

these training helped to find their jobs. PAPs at RS (A) of Phase 1 revealed different reasons why 

trainings did not help to find a job for them. These mentioned reasons were hard to find a job, 

lack of driving license, customer, initial capital and job offer. 29% of them have interest for 

further vocational trainings.  

 

6.2 Recommendations 

 Financial management training that helps PAPs’ households gain skills to manage their 

incomes should commence as soon as possible since PAPs have already been paid their 

compensation package for the fact that PAPs are in need of offsetting increased household 

expenditures post resettlement as there are electricity bill, water, transport and etc. which 

were often free or cheap prior to resettlement.  

 It is recommended that PAPs of Phase 3 should be linked with microfinance program/credit 

group that encourage savings and restore their income.  

 It would be good to conduct market analysis prior to vocational trainings so that PAPs can be 

equipped in skills that relate to real opportunities for their employment.  

 It is recommended that vulnerable households should be monitored separately and provided 

specific support so that their risk to more vulnerability can be reduced because they are more 

adversely affected by resettlement than others due to their limitation. Although households 

with a high number of dependents and households with no or little cash income are not 

included as vulnerable households in current resettlement work plan, such households are 

also in need of assistance to take a preventive measure for getting worse off since the first 

year of resettlement.
